SAFEGUARDS AGAINST DISQUALIFICATION
1 Corinthians 10:1-13

Introduction: The past several wecks we have Paul has been reminding the church in
Corinth of Israel’s past history. In spite of their great privileges and advantages (10:1-5)
they fell into terrible sin (10:6-11). The whole experience of Israel, Paul relates, is full of
instruction for us who live in an entirely different age and culture. In particular this
evening we want to briefly look at Paul’s solemn warning against self-confidence (10:12)
and at his message of great encouragement to all believers in all ages that one never need
fall though tempted (10:13).
