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Introduction: The bridegroom and his bride is a picture that describes the 
relationship of the Lord with His people. In the Old Testament one arrives at the 
conclusion that the nation of Israel is depicted as the wife of Jehovah (Isaiah 
54:5), but that of an unfaithful wife going after other men (Jeremiah 3:20, Book 
of Hosea etc). In the New Testament the Church is seen as a chaste virgin 
engaged to become the Bride of Christ (2 Corinthians 11:1-2; Ephesians 5:25­
27). We have a relationship with the Lord Jesus Christ as one who is engaged to 
be married. The actual wedding day is still future but we live in great anticipation 
of our future destiny when we as the Church will be presented to Christ as His 
Bride of which we get a glimpse in Revelation19 as we see the Bride who "has 
made herself ready." (v.7). Two questions arise - What is meant by the bride 
making herself ready?, and - What is the value of this future destiny as the Bride 
of Christ for us today in November of 2009? We will seek to answer these 
questions this morning and then conclude with the Old Testament story of 
Abraham sending his servant into his home country to seek after a bride for his 
son Isaac.
