(1 Corinthians 10:16-17; 11:23-34)

DRAMATIZED PROMISES: “His Word of promise is not the only means of
assurance which God has given us. He knows that our faith is ‘brittle’, to use
Luther’s words, and needs strengthening. Or, to change the metaphor, He knows
how hard we find it to believe a ‘naked’ word; so He has graciously ‘clothed’ it
for us to see, in the two sacraments of the Gospel - verba visibilia - visible
words....the substance of all sacraments is the Word of God. They dramatize the
promises of the Gospel in such a way as to evoke and confirm our faith. Baptism,
being unique and unrepeatable, is the sacrament of our once-for-all justification;
holy communion, being repeatedly enjoyed, is the sacrament of our daily
forgiveness. By them we are assured, audibly and visibly, of our acceptance and
forgiveness.”
