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LUKE 16:1-13 

Introduction 
As we stand at the threshold of another year I am sure that most of us here this morning 
have wondered once again what this new year will hold in store ... what the next 362 days 
will bring forth in our lives as individuals, as families, as a church, and as a nation. One by 
one, as you live life, the years come and then so quickly slip into eternity, gone 
forever. .. or are they? In Luke 16:1-13 Jesus told the parable of The Unjust Steward in 
which He wanted His followers to learn some very valuable lessons concerning eternity. 
As we read through the parable we get the very distinct idea that Jesus is suggesting that 
there was a link, a vital connection, between the spiritual and the use of money - that these 
were joined together and that the use of our money in time would somehow shape our 
responsibilities and privileges in eternity. The steward was guilty of fraud as he reduced 
the debts of those who owed money to his master. He was really planning for his future by 
using money that was not his own. One of the most common features of Jesus' parables is 
their shock value. The "heroes" are the most unexpected people. The parable of the unjust 
steward seems to picture a man who robbed his master and received his master's praise 
and was pointed out by Jesus as an example for His followers. As we read Jesus' own 
commentary on the parable in verses 9-13 we will discover that the praise was given, not 
for dishonesty, but for the steward's foresight as he planned for his future. The future he 
planned for was temporal - The Christian's future is eternal and our Lord expects us to 
plan for our future and to invest in eternity.
